I expect that you will be available for proctoring the two midterm exams and the final exam. I expect that we will share equally in the grading of these exams. Below you will find (i) information regarding how I expect the recitation classes will be run and (ii) a copy of the course policy that I will be handing out to students on opening night.

Most of the time I will follow the syllabus exactly, however, although I will cover the review of Chapter 2 in the first three meetings, I will not cover it as specified in the syllabus. Probably I will cover Sections 2.1, 2.2, 2.3 and 2.4 the first meeting, Sections 2.5, 2.6 and, 2.7 the second meeting and Sections 2.8 and 2.9 the third meeting.

If you who have recitation classes which meet before my lecture meets on the first night I suggest that you check who is in the class, let them know how you plan to run the class, answer any questions they may have and if you want review some Chapter 1 concepts which you feel they should definitely not forget. If you who have recitation classes which meet after my lecture meets on the first night I suggest the same but first ask the students if they have any questions pertaining to my lecture.

I look forward to working with you this semester and I am sure all will go smoothly.

The following is information for Math 112 recitation instructors.

1. Homework should be collected each week and graded as follows. Pick two even numbered problems from the homework assignment (the same two for each student) and only mark those two. Give a grade of 0, 1 or 2 points for each problem depending on how correct the answer is. Briefly scan each student’s homework and assign a score of 0 to 6 points depending on the apparent quality and quantity of the work. You should spend at most one minute scanning homework. Thus each student will receive a grade of 0 to 10 for each homework assignment. Acceptance of late homework will be up to the recitation instructor and the two lowest grades will be dropped when calculating the semester average.              

2. A short quiz should be given each recitation meeting lasting about 15 minutes covering the sections which I lectured on the previous week. The quiz should be made up by the recitation instructor and contain several straight forward problems consistent with the problems in the homework assignments and designed to test whether the student is doing enough work to at least be keeping up with the basic material of the course. There should be no make-ups for quizzes unless proper documentation (which should be checked) is provided. The two lowest grades will be dropped when calculating the semester average. 

3. Homework should be collected at the beginning of each class. In this way students do not have the opportunity to request to see how a homework problem is solved which, by chance, is one of the two problems that will be graded by the recitation instructor and then be able to write in the correct solution before the homework is collected.        

4. Quizzes should be given at the end of each class to avoid giving any student the opportunity to hand in his/her homework assignment, take a quiz and then leave.

5. Attendance records can be kept for each class meeting by simply noting who handed in a quiz.

HOMEWORK: Homework will be collected by your recitation instructor on the day it is due. The instructor will review the homework and give it a partial grade of 

0 to 6 based on quantity and quality. In addition, before the homework is collected the instructor will choose 2 even numbered problems (which he will not disclose) and also give a grade of 0, 1 or 2 to each of them. Thus each homework assignment will get a grade between 0 and 10. At the end of the semester the two lowest grades will be dropped. The homework due for your recitation class (which meets on a Tuesday) will be those problems stipulated in the syllabus which correspond to the section(s) which I lectured on the previous week.

QUIZZES: There will be a quiz given at each recitation meeting covering the sections which I lectured on the previous week. However, there will be no quiz given in either of the two weeks when a midterm exam (full period during a lecture class) is given and there will be no quiz given during the first or last recitation meeting of the semester. These quizzes will be given at the end of the recitation class and should be approximately 15 minutes in length. They will consist of elementary questions that should not be difficult to answer if you are keeping up with the work. These quizzes will be made up and graded by your recitation instructor. At the end of the semester the two lowest grades will be dropped. There will be no make-ups for missed quizzes unless proper documentation (which will be checked) is provided.

MIDTERM EXAMS: There will be two full period midterm exams given during two meetings of a lecture class. These exams will be made up by me and marked by myself and the recitation instructor. There will be no make-ups for missed midterm exams unless proper documentation (which will be checked) is provided.
