Here is more information about the individual components of the grade: 

Exams: There will be two hour exams and a cumulative final. The hour exams will count 100 points each and the final will count 200 points. The exams will be closed book and student-prepared formula sheets will not be permitted. 

Homework: There will be a written homework assignment for each chapter. These ten assignments will count 10 points each, for a total of 100 points. Homework is due at the beginning of the first class after all relevant material has been covered. Homework that is late because of religious observance, participation in varsity sports, and similar reasons will be accepted without penalty provided the instructor is informed in advance. In addition, every student will be allowed to turn in one assignment one class period late with no questions asked. All other late homework will be subject to a penalty unless documentation of illness or similar problem can be provided.
